Tens of thousands of people are feared deadjg®
following an earthquake that struck the Car-
ibbean country on Tuesday. Haitian Presi-
dent Rene Preval and Prime Minister Jean-
Max Bellerive have predicted the death toll
could reach 100,000.

Late Thursday afternoon, Preval said 7,000
people were reportedly buried in one com-
mon grave. Makeshift morgues have been
set up in churches, and some people have
begun collecting identification cards off
corpses to try to compile a master list of the |
dead. ”
Rescue teams, food, military aid and medi- L
cine finally have begun trickling in to quake -
ravaged Port-au-Prince, Haiti, as President
Obama today announced "one of the largest
relief efforts" in U.S. history moving to-
wards the country.

The Port-au-Prince airport now is opera-
tional for humanitarian and military flights
only, the Federal Aviation Administration
said. U.S. personnel have established con-
trol of the airport with Haitian controllers
providing air traffic support.

The World Effort: Brazil called on
Thursday for an international donor
conference within weeks to respond to
the earthquake disaster in Haiti.
Foreign Minister Celso Amorim also
said in an interview with Reuters the
United Nations should expand the
mandate of the Brazilian-led stabiliza-
tion force in Haiti to hasten recon-
struction work in the impoverished
country.

A donor conference should raise at
least $1 billion, Amorim said.

His call echoed that of French Presi-
dent Nicolas Sarkozy on Thursday for
an international aid conference.
Search Teams Work :  Search teams
fighting through the gnarled concrete
and steel in collapsedbuildings in Haiti
are guided by the principle "do the best
for the most," as they zero in on pock-
ets of debris where survivors may be
trapped.

Jack Wise, chief of the disaster prepar-
edness section of the Los Angeles Fire
Department, said converging teams
operate on that principle in a situation
where most of the lives will be saved
within the brief "golden" period.

"After seven days, after the golden
hour, the golden day, the highest prob-
ability of finding survivors goes down,"

said Wise. "We've had miracles, but we
have to look to do the best for the most
victims."
