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Earlier this week, Chief Brett Hovington , 
director of Community Relations Unit, 
Office of Public Affairs Federal Bureau of 
Investigation, presented in a Congres-
sional testimony an outlined plan to 
build understanding and trust between 
immigrant communities and the U.S.  
A great deal of emphasis was of the Com-
munity out reach and the especial com-
munities of interest for the FBI. The 
Community Relations Unit established a 
Specialized Community Outreach Team 
(SCOT). Among these communities in 
the report was the Somali-American 
community.  
In his statement he explained the pilot 
program and said ñThe pilot program 
focused on establishing contacts in the 
Somali-American communities of Den-
ver, Columbus, Minneapolis, San Diego, 
Seattle, and Washington, D.C.

Focused on the Somali -American communities

Daood Sayed Gilani the man 
charged in two international 
terror plots, including the 
2008 Mumbai, India, attacks, 
pleaded guilty Thursday to a 
dozen counts against him, and 
now will not face a trial.  
 
Daood Sayed Gilani, locally 
known as David Headley, 
pleaded guilty in a federal 
court in Chicago to a dozen 
federal terrorism charges.   

Authorities said he scouted out 

targets for the terrorist attacks 
in Mumbai in November 2008 
that killed more than 160 peo-
ple, and planned an attack on a 
Danish newspaper that pub-
lished cartoons disrespectfully 
depicting the Prophet Moham-
med. 

Headley is an American citizen 

and has been in the states 

since he was 17 (Headley is 

now 49). He has a Pakistani 

wife and children.

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In a newly-published interview in a 
British newspaper, the former wife of 
Nelson Mandela confessed her 
ñdisappointmentò in her former hus-
band whose name she even appeared 
to regret having. 
 

"This name Mandela is an albatross 
around the necks of my family,ò Win-
nie Madikizela -Mandela said in an in-
terview with the London Telegraph. 
ñMandela was not the only man who 
suffered. There were many others, 
hundreds who languished in prison 
and died. Many unsung and unknown 
heroes of the struggle, and there were 
others in the leadership too, like poor 
Steve Biko, who died of the beatings, 
horribly all alone. Mandela did go to 
prison and he went in there as a burn-

ing young revolutionary. But look what 
came out," she said to interviewer Na-
dira Naipaul.  
 

"Mandela let us down. He agreed to a 
bad deal for the blacks. Economically, 
we are still on the outside. The econ-
omy is very much 'white'. It has a few 

token blacks, but so many who gave 
their life in the struggle have died un-
rewarded." 
 

 She slammed the Truth and Recon-
ciliation hearings, calling them ña cha-
rade.ò "What good does the truth do? 
How does it help anyone to know 
where and how their loved ones were 
killed or buried? That Bishop Tutu who 
turned it all into a religious circus came 
here." 
 

Her remarks appeared to catch the 
ANC leadership off-guard and they said 
efforts were underway to to find out if 
she really said Nelson Mandela had let 
down black people, an official said on 
Tuesday.

SCOT was established In November 
2008, to engage these community and 
others of especial interest. The team 
comprised of special agents, analysts, 
community outreach specialists, and 
personnel with language or other spe-
cialized skills, assists field offices with 
establishing new contacts in key com-

munities. Said Chief Hovington.  
 
Somali the homeland of these large 
communities became a breading 
ground of terrorists. It is the base of Al -
shabab meaning ñthe youthò that has 
ties with Al -Qaeda. Al-shabab radical-
ized Americans to their cause, citing 
their recruitment of the first U.S. citi-
zen suicide bomber and their potential 
role in the disappearance of more than 
a dozen Somali American youths.  The 
real concern is about the potential for 
terrorist activity that will constitute a 
potential threat to the security of this 
country.  
 
Chief Hovington clearly states the main 
objective of the pilot program, he said 

in his state-
ment: "The in-
tent of this new 
engagement 
strategy is to 
use the best 
practices in 
community outreach and tailor them to 
assist in efforts to engage communities 
that are particularly insular or where 
barriers of fear or suspicion of law en-
forcement exist". In the pilot program 
field offices were helped to develop 
relationships with organizations and 
individuals in the Somali community 
who are well positioned to fill outreach 
gaps and assist in developing a more 
positive dialogue with the community.  

FBI pilot program focused on the  
Somali -American communities  
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Mr. Headley has been convicted once 
before for international drug traffick-
ing. His detailed testimonies of his in-
volvement won him a shortened sen-
tence. Headley's recent guilty plea to 
the six counts of conspiracy to bomb 
locations in India and to murder and 
maim persons in India and Denmark, 
and six counts of aiding and abetting 
the murder of U.S. citizens in India, 
hints at his hope for more lenient con-
sequences. The names and roles of 
other conspirers have recently been 

offered by Headley. 
Accounts of Mr. Headleys trips to 
Mumbai before leading up to the 
bombings were disclosed and how  he 
videotaped possible targets and used a 
global-positioning device to help the 
plotters, who went on to attack the Taj 
Mahal and Oberoi hotels, a Jewish cul-
tural center and a train station in No-
vember 2008. 
Many in the press, academics, and na-
tional security arena, are intrigued by 
David Headley's life story and how he 
ended up in this disposition. His story 

doesn't match up to the average terror-
ist background. However; recent terror 
conspirers from the states have not fit 
the classical terrorist profile. Even 
Muttalib from Nigeria was from an af-
fluent family and well cultured, but 
somehow was attracted to Islamic ex-
tremism.  
The face, and character, of terrorism is 
becoming diverse and close to home 
for the U.S. Unfortunately those with 
the criminal intent and anger to carry 
out terror acts are using Islam as their 
validation.
