United States leads medal count

VANCOUVER- Canadian Olympic officials
can't believe what they keep seeing when
they look up around town. The sun has been
shining -- a switch from the early days of the
Winter Games -- but it's not the clear skies
that have them scratching their heads.
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The nation that invested $100 million and
made a public push to win the most medals
awarded here continually has been forced to
watch U.S. athletes climbing atop podiums
they hoped Canadians would assume more
frequently.

The 21 medals the United States has won
after nine of the 17 days in the Winter
Games are seven more than secon¢lace
Germany, and stand nine ahead of the pace
set at the U.S. team's bestever Games,
when it won 34 medals at the 2002 Olym-
pics in Salt Lake City. The stunning num-
bers give Team USA hope that it can win the
overall medal table for the first time since
the 1932 Winter Games in Lake Placid.

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Public still wary of
H1N1 vaccine

The hoopla surrounding the
H1N1 swine flu pandemic and
ensuing vaccine shortage has
all but subsided and now
seems to be the perfect time to
reflect on public opinion re-
garding vaccination. Recall the
fear and anxiety associated
with a previously unseen vari-
ant of HIN1 which prompted
school closings and caution
sign postings at hospitals and
businesses. Until recently,
cases of HIN1 continued to
climb at a startling rate and
were disproportionately affect-
ing younger patients. A study
in the Journal of the American

Medical Association in Novem-
ber 2009 showed another dis-
concerting trend that there was
a perception of HIN1 as a mild
disease promoting a belief of
ambivalence about vaccina-
tion.

According to a Harvard School
of Public Health survey in Sep-
tember nearly a third were
worried about side effects
while twenty -eight percent
said that they are not at risk
for a serious case of the flu.
The misguided belief is that
the vaccine was rushed and

WASHINGTON, D.C- The Council on
American-Islamic Relations (CAIR)
called the apparent airborne suicide
attack on an Internal Revenue Service
(IRS) office in Austin, Texas, an act of
"terror."”

government by intimidation or coer-
cion, or (iii) to affect the conduct of a
government by mass destruction, as-
sassination, or kidnapping, and (C)
occur primarily within the territorial
jurisdiction of the U.S."

"Whenever an individual or group at-
tacks civilians in order to make a politi-
cal statement, that is an act of terror,"
said CAIR National Executive Director
Nihad Awad. "Terrorism is terrorism,
regardless of the faith, race or ethnicity
of the perpetrator or the victims. We
pray for the speedy recovery of those
injured in the attack."

He said the USA PATRIOT Act defines
terrorism as any action "intended (i) to
intimidate or coerce a civilian popula-
tion, (i) to influence the policy of a
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Awad noted that if a Muslim had car-
ried out the IRS attack, it would have
surely been labeled an act of terrorism.

Before taking off in the light plane that
he allegedly used to attack the IRS
office, Joseph A. Stack reportedly set
fire to his own home and posted an anti
-government screed on the Internet
that was signed "Joe Stack (1956
2010)." At least 13 people were injured
in the attack. Two of the victims are
reported in critical condition.

Tooth decay, bad breath, and chronic
cough are the physical signs of
cigarette smoking, but they are not the
most harmful side effects. Cigarette
smoke is the precursor to many killer
diseases including the three leading
causes ofdeath in the US, heart
disease, stroke, and cancer.The prior
Surgeon General and the Center of
Disease Control report indicated that
cigarette smoke causes or increase the
risk of twenty deadly diseases many of
which are cancer and heart

related. This finding makes cigarette
smoke the number one preventable
cause of premature death and
disability.

The question is what makes such a
small product so lethal? Cigarettes
have over five hundred additives,
which includes 55 proven carcinogens
(cancer causing agents) evaluated by
the International Agency for Cancer
Research.Chemicals such as aldehyde,
benzene, nickel, and carborrmonoxide
are in cigarettes. This explains why
cigarettes are so harmful to human
organs. Besides the carcinogens and
the other toxic chemicals that destroy
organ tissues, cigarettescontain
addictive compounds like

nicotine. This is why it is hard for

The confusion surrounding H1IN1 vac-
cination is due in part to media cover-
age. Headlines and airwaves warned
about a possible pandemic that could

shortage of vaccines in the same
breath. The dependency on 24 hour
netvshcgcleaddtte infemet feas -
doubtedly served to drown out any
thoughtful discussion on the matter.
The choice to get vaccinated should be
based on gathering information from
reputabl e sources
lsealth cake prpvider.n&thowt fhe use
of vaccinations hundreds of thousands
of individuals would still be dying from
illnesses like polio, MMR (measles,
mumps, and rubella), whooping cough
and countless other terrible diseases. It
is far too early to judge whether public
health officials overreacted. But it is
better to be safe than sorry and per-
haps this experience will serve as a
wakeup call to rei
ailing public health sector to better
prepare for future events.

Cigarette smoking has declined
generally in the last ten years,and
there are policies that reduce the risk
of secondhand smoke, yet everyday
4000 youth between the ages of 1317
start smoking. Early smoking
increasesboth immediate and long
term risks for serious disability and
death. Youth smokers would likely
smoke longer, studies show that
nicotine addiction is similar to that of
heroin, cocaine and alcohol. Youth
smoking is also associated with risky
behavior such as drug use and
dropping out of school. Young people
need to realize that cigarette smoking
is lethal to their health, and it has
addiction potential.

Information is the key to making wise
decisions, so it is imperative for people
to do the necessary research before
lighting that smoking gun!
