Professor Peter Erlinder Returns from

Peter Erlinder, a professor at the William
Mitchell College of Law in Minneapolis ,
arrived yesterday from Nairobi where he
rested for about three days after the Rwan-
dan government released him uncondi-
tional from jail. He said that he believes no
one would have learned of his fate if he
hadn't been able to summon a U.S. em-
bassy official to his hotel when he was ar-
rested May 28. He said nobody at the em-
bassy knew he was still in Rwanda because
airline records somehow had been altered
to show he had left the morning before.

He said he owes his life to thousands of
people around the world who demanded
his release after word got out. He returned
home Tuesday after about three weeks in
custody.

The professor spoke at the law school in
what had been billed as a briefing for re-
porters, but shaped up more as a 35minute
lecture on his ordeal, as well as recent
Rwandan history. He drew applause from
supporters, faculty, staff and students who
attended.

Erlinder, who had gone to Rwanda to help

defend an opposition presidential candi-
date, ran afoul of authorities because he
disputes the official version of what hap-
pened in 1994. He has not been formally
charged and was released on medical
grounds late last week. Rwandan authori-
ties said their investigation would continue.

Erlinder was arrested and charged for
breaking the Rwandan genocide ideology
law - which prohibits anyone from ques-
tioning the official Rwandan account of the
killings in 1984.

Erlinder challenged many times about the
Rwandan government6s
fi Ge n o cdefidito and called for ex-
panding the investigation which as some
suspects could include the current Presi-
dent of Rwanda, Paul Kegame and others in
the government.

Early last month, Erlinder left for Rwanda

to defend Victoire Ingabire, an opposition
candidate for president in the upcoming
August election, who is also charged with
genocide ideology denial but ended up ar-
rested by the Rwandan government.

Erlinder is also known for his critic of US
Policy on Rwandan government. He told
African News Journal just before his arrest

The international development agency Pro-
gressio, the Development Planning Unit at
University College London (UCL) and
Somaliland Focus UK has welcomed the
good progress being made toward the hold-
ing of So ma-telayed presdiden- |
tial elections on the scheduled date of 26
June 2010.

The three organizations, whose advance
mission is now established in Hargeisa,
were invited in January 2009 by Somali-
landds National
(NEC) to act as coordinators of the interna-
tional observation mission for presidential
elections in the internationally -
unrecognized Republic of Somaliland.

Given past difficulties, recent months have
seen rapid progress towards a free and fair
election. The election looks set to take place
on the scheduled date. This is a clear indi-
cation of the effectiveness of the new NEC,
put in place after the parties agreed to a
revised timetable for elections.

USCI Proposes New Fees for Immigration Benefits

U.S. Citizenship and Immigration
Services Seeks Public Comment on
Proposal to Adjust Fees for Immigra-
tion Benefits

WASH 8 U.S. Citizenship and Immigration
Services (USCIS) is seeking public com-
ment on a proposed federal rule that would
adjust fees for immigration benefit applica-
tions and petitions. The proposal, posted to
the Federal Register today for public view-
ing, would increase overall fees by a
weighted average of about 10 percent but

would not increase the fee for the naturali-
zation application.

USCIS is a feebased organization with
about 90 percent of its budget coming from
fees paid by applicants and petitioners to
obtain immigration benefits. The law re-
quires USCIS to conduct fee reviews every
two years to determine whether it is recov-
ering its costs
immigration laws, process applications,

and provide the infrastructure needed to
support those activities. This proposed rule
results from a comprehensive fee review
